• If cracking yourself, please crack the raw eggs 
with a knife so that ¾ of the shell is on the bottom 
and the other ¼ is on the top.  Clean them out 
thoroughly and allow them to dry. 

   
Make sure they are returned to the school in an egg container 
with your child’s full name on each container.  This will help 
us keep track of our leading student and class.

$100.  The competition is between all the classes at the 
Preschool and Cathedral Parish School.  CPEEC has 
traditionally won this contest, so get crackin’!
